Proper golf shorts or pants - no athletic shorts, sweatpants or board shorts.
Shirts must have a collar – no tee shirts or tank tops.
Caps are preferred to be worn peak forward.
It is preferred to have shirts tucked in.

Not permitted – Cargo pants or shorts with baggy pouches on the side, track
pants, blue jeans, or sweatpants. Elastic leggings may only be worn under a
skirt, dress, or shorts.
If you are not correctly dressed, you will be asked to change into
acceptable attire.

Dress Code:

Any guest of Pitt Meadows Golf Club is the responsibility of the
accompanied member and must follow club guidelines on guest access.
Guests of Junior members can play within the allotted times set out for
Junior members.
Junior guests under the age of 18 pay the current Junior guest fee rate.
Adult guests will pay the appropriate member guest rate (rates change
based on day and time played).  Contact the  Golf Shop for the most
current rates.
The same guest (junior or adult) can play no more than two times per
month.

PACE OF PLAY - Please keep up with the players
ahead, not just ahead of the group behind you.

Replace your DIVOTS or fill with SAND/SEED
mix, keep push carts AWAY from the greens,
and always REPAIR your ball marks on the
greens.

ALWAYS take sand/seed mix with you, even if
you are carrying your bag.

Please be considerate to others around you
when using your cell phone and headphones
on the course, practice areas or in the
clubhouse.  

Be respectful of players around you, no
profanity of any kind - EVER!

Be sure to shout 'FORE' when your ball or the
ball of someone in your group, flies out of sight
or onto another fairway.

Remember, as Junior players at the club there
are 'extra eyes' on you when you are on the
golf course. Please respect the golf course and
playing privileges.

Before each round, you must check in with the Golf Shop staff.  When calling
the Golf Shop to book a tee time, introduce yourself with your name and let
us know you are a Junior member in order for us to get to know you and to
serve you better.

Accompanied Parents/Guardians Policy:
Juniors Ages 12 & Under:

An accompanied adult (parent or guardian) must remain with the
junior at all times during their play or practice. Limit of one on-course
adult to accompany the junior member.

Juniors Ages 13 & Older:
Accompanied adults, spectators, or guardians are not permitted
during play or practice sessions.

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Junior Golfers Practice Areas Policy

Driving Range Access for Juniors:

Due to limited space on the driving range, junior access is regulated under these guidelines:
Wednesday Men's Day (March 1 – October 31):

Juniors are permitted to use the driving range. However, during peak times, juniors
must yield space to adult members.

Fridays, Weekends, and Holidays:
Before 12:00 p.m.: The driving range is reserved exclusively for adult members.
After 12:00 p.m.: Junior members may access the driving range.

Chipping and Putting Greens:
These areas are open to all members, including juniors, without time restrictions.
During busy periods, juniors are expected to share the space courteously and prioritize
fairness.

Monitoring and Compliance:
The golf shop staff will actively monitor adherence to these policies.
Failure to comply with these guidelines may result in a temporary suspension of driving
range or course access for juniors.

Thank you for your cooperation in creating a respectful and inclusive environment for all
members. If you have questions or require special accommodations, please contact the Head
Golf Professional.
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Additional Membership Information:
A credit card can be kept on file for a junior member to have charging privileges at the
Concession or Club Restaurant and Lounge.

Club Storage is available at an additional cost ($200/year).

Member benefit of 6% off merchandise purchases through the Golf Shop is extended to
Junior members.  Food and Beverage discount of 8% is also extended to all Junior
members.

Recording your scores with Golf Canada allows you to track your handicap.  A registered
handicap is necessary for you to play in Junior Club and Member events.  Ask in the
office for your Golf Canada handicap information. Approximate cost for handicap with
Golf Canada is $60/year.

Junior memberships are based on a calendar year January 1st – December 31st.

Pitt Meadows Golden Ears Bursary:
Each year the Men’s Golden Ears Invitational Golf Tournament raises money for the
Golden Ears Bursary and provides an opportunity for students to receive funds towards
the pursuit of education.  The Pitt Meadows Golden Ears Bursary is awarded by the
Bursary Committee each year in August to help with post-secondary education costs.  
Junior members of Pitt Meadows Golf Course and employees of Junior age (18 & under)
pursuing a post-secondary education are eligible to apply.
